About the Seminar

Today we have identified many toxic substances, along with waterborne diseases, which if allowed into our water or waste water systems, will create a great potential for disaster. The prevention of this type of disaster rest upon the effectiveness of the Community Water Agencies Cross-Connection Programs. These programs depend in large measure upon the caliber and qualifications of the Professionals charged with administering these programs. 

The Backflow Prevention Training program includes instruction on cross connection theory and practice. Hands on training in testing, breakdown of backflow assemblies and the use of approved test equipment.  

The 48-hour program utilizes the University of Southern California's Foundation for Cross Connection Control and Hydraulic Research Manual of Cross Connection Control, Appropriate Plumbing Codes and regulations.

The American Backflow Prevention Association started the Backflow Prevention Assembly Tester Certification Program in 1994 in response to it membership on the need for certification in areas with no program in place.

The program was developed on a consensus basis by the ABPA training committee.  The initial development was a  Need -To Know criteria for the backflow prevention assembly tester.  The examination process was developed from the Need-To-Know Criteria, to confirm that the applicants could demonstrate their proficiency in this criteria.  ABPA certification is in 25 states currently with over 1000  testers
